Build Up to 11 Days of Inspiration and Challenge 

Library Week is here again, LIANZA’s annual event to showcase the 
contribution New Zealand libraries make to their respective communities© 
information, literacy, and social needs. 

Libraries are the foundation for building a knowledge society, and touch all 
areas of life and learning be it local and central government, schools and 
tertiary education, law and business, or culture and heritage. Our message is 
simple - libraries inspire people in every walk of life and enable their 
communities to grow and prosper. 

This simple message is also a challenge – for us to walk the talk.  The theme 
of this year’s LIANZA Conference is Te Wero – The Challenge: Inform, 
Connect, Engage. Over 500 members from all types of libraries will gather in 
Christchurch to be informed, connect with colleagues, and engage in the ideas 
and issues that are relevant to the Association and the Profession in 2005. 

Taskforce on Professional Registration 
At LIANZA’s AGM during conference, the Taskforce on Professional 
Registration will launch a consultation document for consideration by the 
Association’s members. Regional meetings will occur during September and 
October, giving members the opportunity to discuss, debate, and provide 
feedback to the Task Force. This is an important report that will have 
implications for the direction of LIANZA – I encourage you to be informed about 
it and engage in the process.  

Strategic Framework for Public Libraries 
LIANZA, as the primary body representing all public libraries, is also currently 
facilitating the consultation process for the Strategic Framework for Public 
Libraries. This framework is the first initiative developed under the 2004 
Memorandum of Understanding signed between LIANZA, National Library of 
New Zealand, and MetroNet Inc. 

A steering group comprising representatives from public libraries, National 
Library, LGNZ, SOLGM, Ministry of Internal Affairs and Te R� pu Whakahau 
has worked with a researcher/writer to develop the draft consultation document 
that has just been published. Thank you to the LIANZA regions that have 
organised forums to discuss this report. The full report and information about 
workshops and forums is available on the LIANZA website at 
www.lianza.org.nz/community/pub-sig/framework/index.html.  
Submissions on the framework are due by 30 September.   

LIANZA©s role 
The factor that links these events and consultations is LIANZA. The profession 
is an extended family / whanau that includes the small and the large, the 
community and corporate, the resource poor and the information rich.   But 

 

 

 



what unites us is a common body of knowledge and commitment to making a 
difference for our clients irrespective of sector. 

In last month’s column I talked about LIANZA’s purpose – there is only one 
association in New Zealand that can represent and advocate on behalf of the 
profession in all contexts, and that is LIANZA. This is not to suggest there is no 
need for sector based organisations or Special Interest Groups, but it does 
promote the idea that collaboration and pooling of resources for shared 
outcomes would deliver greater benefits than competition and silo-ised 
duplication of effort.  

Future challenge 
LIANZA has already begun to put in place the infrastructure to coordinate 
professional activities, and yes this comes with a cost. But consolidation of 
revenues and shared infrastructure could ultimately deliver greater rewards in 
terms of reduced overheads for the membership and capacity to reinvest in the 
profession where the need presents itself. 

The future challenge for LIANZA is to market the Association to its members 
and stakeholders as the pre-eminent professional body and inspire people 
through its practice to believe the rhetoric.  In this way our profession will grow 
and prosper like the communities we serve.

An update on the recent work of your Association.  

Annual Report 2005  

The 2004/05 Annual Report has been prepared and a copy has been posted 
out to every financial member. The auditor’s report was unqualified and the 
financial report shows a $39,462 excess of income over expenditure, 
compared to $24,667 the year before. Income rose 37% from $364,438 in 2004 
to $499,295 in 2005.  

LIANZA Taskforce on Professional Registration  

The Taskforce met on 5 August and decided on: 

·  The establishment of a registration scheme for librarians and other 
information professionals  

·  The establishment of a continuing professional development 
framework for registered members. 

The Taskforce is preparing a discussion document for circulation to all 
members seeking views on the following proposals: 

1. That transitional arrangements be implemented for existing 
professionals  

2. That in the future, candidates for registration must possess at 
least an undergraduate degree  

3. That candidates for registration participate in a mentoring scheme 
under the supervision of a registered member 

Consultation with the Profession will begin in September and conclude in 
November, requiring: 

4. Regional Workshops organised by the LIANZA Regional 
Committees  

5. Rob Arlidge and Keith Webster to act as resource people for these 
consultations  

6. The discussion document to be made available to all those in the 
profession (NZLL/SLANZA/TRW/LIANZA)  

7. Questions devised to draw people’s opinions out  
8. Suggestions to be made (not recommendations)  
9. A call for submissions with a November deadline  
10. Consultation with stakeholders from outside the profession with an 

interest in our registration schema - LIAC, ARMA, ARANZ, PSA 
etc.  

11. Handover of a final draft report with recommendations to the 
LIANZA Council in time for its March Meeting. 

Remuneration Survey  

The Remuneration Survey Committee met on 4 August and 25 August. 

 

 

 



During July and August the moderating survey was posted to over 840 
libraries, including over 400 school libraries. 

Nearly 400 replies were received with a response rate of over 70% for public 
libraries, over 30% for schools and special libraries and over 20% for tertiary 
libraries. 

The number of email addresses obtained for the actual online remuneration 
survey is 3,360 of which at least half are library assistants. 

Advocacy 

LIANZA is assisting promotion of the Public Libraries Television Campaign 
through July, August, September.  

LIANZA has been acting as the conduit for submissions on the Public Libraries 
Framework 2005-2015.  

LIANZA has nominated John Garraway for the National Digital Forum Advisory 
Group. 

Library Week  

The theme of Library Week 2005 is 7 days of Inspiration, A lifetime of 
Opportunity. The main activities in addition to promotion, are debates and a 
book reading. LIANZA provided a $5,000 funding line to the Library Week 
taskforce to ensure they could produce their calendar. 

The Library Week taskforce has functioned well and Diana Meads© participation 
on the taskforce has been positive. 

Website  

A website advertising policy and pricing has been posted on the website. Some 
advertising contracts have been gained. The website editor has been busy in 
August meeting members requests and the needs of the Conference 
Committee.  

Professional Development  

In the period since the last Council meeting LIANZA organised retail 
presentation seminars in Auckland (27 July), Hastings (10 August), and 
Palmerston North (24 August). A further presentation will take place in 
Queenstown on 12 October.  

Staff 

Louise Ryan has been employed as Website Editor, replacing Amy Stubbs. 
She works 20 hrs per week.  

Administration 

The July/August period is traditionally the most intense administrative period 
for the office. In addition to administrating the moderating survey (new task), 
the vast bulk of membership renewals were processed in this period. There 
has also been a lot of work involved in preparing for Conference. 
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Strategic framework for public libraries 
6 September 2005 

The consultation document “Public Libraries of New Zealand – A Strategic 
Framework 2005 to 2015” was released this week.  

The Strategic Framework was developed by representatives from public 
libraries, the National Library, Local Government New Zealand, Society of 
Local Government Managers, Department of Internal Affairs and Te Ropu 
Whakahau (M� ori in libraries and information). 

This joint effort is aimed at developing a strategic framework to guide the public 
library sector over the next decade. The Strategic Framework will be the 
subject of extensive stakeholder consultation with the intention of arriving at a 
commonly held view of the future for public libraries in New Zealand. 

The framework recognises the value of public libraries and the significance of 
the contribution they make to society – particularly local communities – has 
been highlighted. However, it also presents the view that libraries, are not 
“owed a living” and they must adapt to the changing requirements of their 
customers and of the world if they are to strengthen their contribution in the 
future. This will call for flexibility to respond to the evolving environment, a 
focus on quality and value-added service and sensitivity to the needs of library 
users and potential users. 

The Strategic Framework sets out the major challenges facing the public 
libraries and enunciates a series of objectives, all of which will help realise the 
Library’s vision of “engaged and informed citizens, building strong 
communities”. Illustrations include famous New Zealanders as “Library Lovers”. 

Following the consultations the final Strategic Framework and an Agenda for 
Action will be published, both providing a focal point for engagement with 
stakeholders as well as a direction for investment in public libraries as a key 
service of local government. 

LIANZA is proud to be associated with the development of this document and 
the consultation phase. The document is available at www.lianza.org.nz. 

There will be a session at the LIANZA conference on Tuesday hosted by the 
Public Libraries Special Interest group, and other opportunities are available for 
libraries and their local authorities to meet across regions – take a look at the 
web for details.  
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M� ori Subject Headings 
6 September 2005 

With the LIANZA conference in Christchurch now just days away, the MSH 
Steering Committee would like to remind all those interested about our session 
on the Tuesday at 1 pm – “Improving access for M� ori clients.”  

Part of the session will be a presentation by Janess Stewart on the Iwi Hap�  
Names List and how cataloguers at the National Library use it as a basis for 
their cataloguing, their authority control and their bibliographic file maintenance 
work. 

This will be followed by a presentation on the next phase by Whina Te Whiu, 
Project Manager of the MSH Project Team. The project team is currently 
working on the compilation of the list of subject headings and has made some 
significant progress with this work including developing a framework within 
which to structure the subject headings. Whina will talk about their work, the 
progress to date and what will be the next steps. 

This is an exciting development for the library world and has been a long time 
coming as many will know. However we are nearly at the end of this vital third 
phase and look forward to sharing it with you at 1 pm on Tuesday 13 
September.

Communiqué from LIAC following the meeting of 25 July 2005.  

LIAC set aside most of the day to allow extended discussion on significant 
issues, which have been introduced at recent meetings. 

UNESCO’s Information For All Programme 

In relation to UNESCO’s Information For All Programme (IFAP), 
Commissioners discussed suggestions raised by Laurence Zwimpfer in his 
presentation, “Living Information – From Knowledge Societies to Information 
Cultures”. The suggestions included: 

Invite the wider library and information community through LIAC to engage with 
the National IFAP Committee  

Join forces and remain active in promoting the information (content) 
dimensions of the Digital Strategy  

Encourage LIAC to send a representative to WSIS Phase 2 in Tunis  

Seek help from LIAC in developing the content of the Showcase for the Tunis 
WSIS Exhibition  

Seek support from LIAC on influencing NZAid’s policies with respect to the 
Pacific. 

LIAC saw considerable benefit in working closely with IFAP and nominated 
Brian Pauling as its contact with IFAP. It agreed that engagement with the 
World Summit in Tunis is crucial and would welcome the opportunity to send a 
LIAC representative. A teleconference is being arranged to further develop the 
LIAC position on the WSIS Declaration of Principles and Plan of Action.  

  

Digital Strategy 

The Digital Strategy was discussed and appreciation was expressed that many 
of the recommendations in the LIAC submission on the draft Strategy had been 
incorporated. Areas requiring further LIAC comment included the following 
actions:

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Empowering Customers: Self Pick up of Holds @ Dunedin 
Public Libraries 
6 September 2005 

In 2002 a staff member visiting Canada encountered self pick up of holds for 
the first time. The concept appealed to us as we looked to improve service to 
customers and make optimal use of our self-issue machines.  

Dunedin Public Libraries is a large public library network of five Libraries and a 
Bookbus service with approximately 65,000 registered customers.  At any 
given point in time, up to 2000 items on hold are waiting to be picked up at the 
City Library. 

Given that these were shelved in a staff-only area at the Issues Desk, staff 
mediation in the location and issuing of holds was considerable and contributed 
to often-lengthy queues at the Issues Desk.  Customers who were regular 
users of our self-issue machines were telling us that having to queue for their 
holds was a real barrier to great customer service. 

A scenario where a customer could place a hold on an item remotely, walk in 
off the street to collect their hold and issue it without queuing or requiring staff 
intervention seemed an ideal solution to concerns that had been raised. 

Several staff from the Lending Service Team, together with the IT Coordinator 
worked tirelessly to address the following issues: 

Security and privacy issues - as well as canvassing overseas libraries already 
operating this system, a formal legal opinion was sought from Dunedin City 
Council lawyers before proceeding. Legal opinion advised against identifying 
customers by name, so an alternative easy, yet private means of identifying an 
item on hold for a customer was devised, using a combination of letters in the 
customer’s surname and their library barcode number  

Book wrappers to enclose book covers, thereby ensuring the hold item 
remained private  

Space to shelve the collection in a public area – previously unattractive and 
under-utilised space adjacent to the Issues Desk was redeveloped as part of a 
larger Ground Floor project  

Smart use of technology – teaming a self-issue machine with an initiative to 
allow customers to pick up their own holds. 

We aimed to: 

Provide customers with a streamlined process for the ordering and collection of 
holds that offered a choice of either a mediated service or self-service  

Reduce waiting time in queues at the City Library  

Improve workflows in the Lending Services Department

Redeploy staff to other service points 

For the first few months we had staff rostered into this area, but have found 
that the need for this has tapered off as our customers are now feeling truly 
empowered.

The WISE initiative is a co-operative venture between North American library 
and information studies programmes and the School of Information 
Management©s LIS group.

Launched in June 2005 at the ALA Conference in Chicago, three MLIS 
students are currently enrolled in WISE courses and, in return, three students 
from Syracuse University are enrolled in INFO 534 Introduction to Archives 
Management (in the third trimester).

Nora Bateson Scholarship awarded   

The Nora Bateson Scholarship for 2005 has been awarded to Ng Siong Ngor 
so that she can travel to Canberra for a professional development attachment 
with the National Library of Australia. 

She will examine the administration and operation of the AskNow! live 
reference service to see what can be learned from it to use in New Zealand.  In 
particular, she plans to examine the various techniques used in Australia when 
introducing new resources. 

 

 

 



While in Canberra she will also spend some time a public library to observe the 
operation of a community service library. Next year we hope to hear Ms Ng talk 
at the LIANZA Conference about her visit to Canberra.   

The Nora Bateson Scholarship for Advanced Study in Library and Information 
Studies is intended to encourage beginning practitioners to include some form 
of overseas study or experience of professional practice in their programme.  It 
offers generous assistance to a student currently enrolled in, or within two 
calendar years of having completed, the Master of Library and Information 
Studies.

Victoria Library Focus of Major Strategic Investment 
Decision 
6 September 2005 

Victoria University has unveiled plans for a major increase in investment in its 
library services to ensure it can meet its ambitious strategic goals for teaching, 
learning and research.  

From 2006 the Library budget for collections will grow by $1.5 million.   

Vice-Chancellor, Professor Pat Walsh, said the University was committed to 
greater investment in library services.  Further decisions on additional 
investment in extra staffing and improving access to electronic journals are 
also likely. 

"Late last year the University adopted a new Strategic Plan that firmly positions 
Victoria as one of this country©s premier research-led universities.  It wasn©t too 
great a leap to recognise that we needed the library resources to match that 
status." 

The University©s announcement is consistent with the recommendations of the 
recent Academic Audit, carried out by a panel established by the New Zealand 
Academic Audit Unit, that also emphasised the need to give priority to library 
resources in light of the new Strategic Plan objectives. 

Professor Walsh said that Victoria has been addressing many historic areas of 
under investment through use of strategic financial reserves. 

"Firstly, we recognised that as the heart of any university, the library had to be 
able to recover quickly from a major earthquake.  Given Wellington©s 
predisposition for such events, we commissioned a significant seismic upgrade 
of the Rankine Brown Building, which is the home of the Central Library.   

"Secondly, we©ve carried out a major survey of staff and students to ask them 
about the services and facilities they need. We had an overwhelming response 
of close to 4,000 replies and we©re analysing the data as part of adopting a new 
plan for the library.   

"Yesterday the University Council agreed in principle to increase the 2006 
library capital expenditure budget by a third, which will go a long way to 
establishing the library that will assist us in achieving our strategic objectives 
and position Victoria at the forefront of modern university libraries." 

Professor Walsh welcomed the Academic Audit panel©s report and said it was 
already in the process of adopting many of its other recommendations.  

"The panel commended the University and its staff for the work on 
strengthening and enhancing Victoria©s programmes, infrastructure and 
finances since the year 2000 when we were last audited.   It notes that we are 
ready to move from formulating policies to building the capacity to implement 
our new strategic goals. 

"The panel praised the new facilities we have developed, particularly our 

 

 

 



Pipitea Campus in downtown Wellington, and how we have worked to address 
the challenges posed by moving to a multi-campus operation.  It also 
commended our initiative in establishing our M� ori faculty equivalent, 
Toihuarewa, and for providing Te Herenga Waka Marae as a place where 
M� ori students can feel at home.  

"The work of the University Teaching Development Centre in supporting best 
practice in teaching and learning and the development of our targeted student 
recruitment programmes and student learning support programmes were also 
praised." 

Professor Walsh said the panel had also indicated many areas where Victoria 
could further enhance its teaching, learning and decision-making processes. 

"As with any audit, whenever a fresh set of eyes places your activities under 
the microscope they will inevitably find areas where improvements can be 
made.   We welcome those recommendations and in many cases, the areas for 
improvement were suggestions we presented in our self-audit portfolio. 

"In the last five years, we have turned around Victoria©s finances, seen student 
enrolments increase by 37 percent from 2000 to 2004 and completed a major 
capital works programme and merger with the Wellington College of 
Education.  As enrolments are now levelling out, we have the opportunity to 
refocus on our core teaching and learning activities and this report will be of 
great assistance in doing just that." 

The audit is the third for Victoria University.  The panel, which included leading 
New Zealand and overseas academics, was chaired by Professor Sylvia 
Rumball, Assistant to the Vice-Chancellor of Massey University.  The Unit is an 
autonomous body established by the New Zealand Vice-Chancellors© 
Committee to monitor the academic performance of New Zealand©s eight 
universities.

Return to Tonga 
6 September 2005 

I was excited to return to Tonga in April 2005 following Brenda©s invitation to 
help with the AATL project©s second distribution of books and to run 
workshops.  

There were several reasons for my excitement.  Firstly, I wanted to reconnect 
with library friends in Tonga, I also wanted to support the Tonga Library 
Association©s struggle for recognition, and thirdly, I hoped that a visit of a group 
of New Zealand librarians would raise the profile of Tongan libraries in Tonga 
as well as New Zealand. 

I enjoyed being with my fellow travellers as they learnt about the delights and 
challenges of Tonga.  I was very pleased to see inside some more school 
libraries, to meet some book enthusiasts and I appreciated the attempts that 
have been made to create reading and learning spaces. From previous 
experiences of unloading containers, my fears were confirmed that some of the 
donated books were not in an acceptable condition and had to be consigned to 
the rubbish heap.  I felt our workshop sessions were the most worthwhile part 
of our visit when we were able to upskill librarians and share resources. 

Brenda had asked me to speak at the Thursday gathering of librarians, 
teachers and officials on the beginning of the Tonga Library Association.  This 
request sent me looking through my diaries for 1979-1982 when my husband 
and I were first in Tonga.  I had a lovely trip down memory lane as I traced the 
dates of the significant events that led to its formation and the first meetings.  I 
even found some minutes, a newsletter or two that we had sent to the outer 
island libraries, a workshop outline and a report with recommendations for 
development. 

There were three significant events contributing to the founding of the Tonga 
Library Association: the visit of Dr McGrath of UNESCO to Tonga in 1980 to 
look at Tonga©s libraries and in connection with the beginning of the University 
of the South Pacific©s library training course; the visit of David Hamilton, 
University of the South Pacific©s deputy librarian to help improve the USP 
Tonga centre library, where I was volunteering; and the arrival of Jean Holmes, 
VSO librarian for Tonga High School.  The first meetings were held in April 
1980.  With funding from the Australian High commission, the Association 
supported and encouraged members to take the USP Certificate in 
Librarianship.  The first workshop on library organisation was held in June 
1981.  In my speech I acknowledged the many visitors to Tonga who shared 
enthusiasm, experience and knowledge at the early meetings as well as the 
Tongans who had taken office with the association, provided local networking 
opportunities and hosted meetings in their libraries.   

It had been affirming to find that the Association still existed when my husband 
and I returned to Tonga for two years in 2000.  Again I helped with meetings 
and tried to advocate for more official support and funding for school libraries.  
To return again this year with a group of colleagues to try and make a 
difference was almost a dream come true.  However there is still much to be 
done and professional support and encouragement for the Tonga Library 
Association is crucial for the continual development of libraries in the Kingdom.

Library Life  
A Moment in History 
5 September 2005 

New Zealand Libraries N.S. Vol. 3, no. 5 (Dec. 1939) [p.49] CONFERENCE, 
1940.  

For several years past the principal event in the Association©s year has been 
the holding of an annual Conference. One of the most successful Conferences 
held to date was that in Wellington in 1937. By reason of its geographical 
position which permits members and delegates from all parts of the country to 
converge upon it as a central point, and also by reason of the fact that three of 
the principal national library institutions are located in Wellington, the capital 
city is an ideal place for a Conference of this kind. Two additional factors are 
likely to make the 1940 Conference successful: first, that the year is the 
Centennial year of the Dominion and the National Centennial Exhibition will be 
in full swing at the time delegates meet; and secondly, after 100 years of civic 
library activity, the new Wellington Central Library will open its doors probably 
just a few days before Conference meets. Members will therefore have an 
opportunity of seeing a modern and up-to-date library system in action in a 
building which has been planned with everything in its favour and constructed 
according to the most modern ideas.  

The actual subjects under discussion at Conference will be of interest. In these 
times there are many difficulties which beset those who are dealing with books, 
and indeed with the paper on which books are printed. That the public should 
be in a position to obtain adequate supplies of the most valuable types of 
reading matter is imperative. Our three proper functions, the vocational, the 
cultural and the recreational, will all need fuller and more complete fulfilment 
than in times of peace. Many have left their ordinary occupations and are in 
military camps, in units of the Royal New Zealand Air Force, and elsewhere on 
active service. It is important that they should have proper supplies of reading 
matter; and members of the Association have been asked to help in this 
respect. The response will no doubt increase as time goes on, while the action 
of the Country Library Service in taking over the administration of the scheme 
has been the greatest conceivable boon. But it is not only the soldiers in camp 
whose book supply needs special attention in time of war; and it is anticipated 
that a number of the questions which are to be considered at the time of the 
Conference will be of vital interest to libraries of all kinds. The programme has 
already been printed; it is hoped that in the January issue we will be able to set 
out a copy with the names of those taking part. This would have been done 
already but for the fact that acceptances are slow in coming in and the full 
panel of speakers is not yet finally available.  

One eminently practical consideration must be taken into account. At the time 
when the Conference meets accommodation in Wellington will be strained to 
the utmost by visitors who are present for the Exhibition and for other 
conferences which will be meeting in Wellington at the same time. The New 
Zealand Institute of Civil Engineers, New Zealand Institute of Opticians, New 
Zealand Institute of Architects, and New Zealand Master Builders© Association 
will all be in conference at the same time as the New Zealand Library 
Association. For that reason members who intend to be present are urged to 
make their reservations immediately, and local authorities are asked to appoint 
their delegates at the earliest possible moment in order to save inconvenience 
and possible disappointment when it comes to reserving rooms.  

 



Everything augurs well for a well-attended and important Conference. The 
programme has been very carefully considered and will, it is hoped, give 
satisfaction.
